1、 Organizers and Co-organizers：

2、 Registration: registration is divided into two parts: ‘participation without presentation’ and ‘with presentation’. Both participants are required to submit a application form. Participants who present will be invited to the conference after their papers’ projects are evaluated and accepted by the organizer. Invitations will be sent within one month after the applications are received. Participants who are not presenting will be welcome to take part during the conference. Application forms are to be sent by email cap.iscp@gmail.com to Han Ching Wang. The deadline for applications with presentation is November 30st of 2008 and without presentation is March 31st of 2009.
3、 Deadline for papers: papers should be sent by email cap.iscp@gmail.com to Han Ching Wang by May 30th of 2009. Papers written in Chinese must be within 15,000 words and English papers within 12,000 words. Conference papers will be collected and put on a CD to be distributed to all participants.

4、 Conference handbook: the subjects, abstracts, summaries and key words of all submitted papers will be printed in the conference manual to use during the sessions.  Therefore, it is necessary that summaries and key words are submitted together with the papers.

5、 Equipments: all conference rooms are equipped with computers and PowerPoint facilities. Presentations can be given with the electronic forms submitted or PowerPoint files.
6、 Conference fees: the conference fee for scholars from Mainland China is 3,000NT with an additional 1,000NT for specialized visa procedures and postal fees. Scholars from other countries will be charged 3,000NT, which includes the costs of the conference manual, a CD compilation of papers, airport and city tour transportation, and meals such as lunch boxes and banquets of the opening and closing ceremonies. Dinners on the city tours and accommodation are not included in the conference fee. Conference fees for Taiwanese scholars are 1,800NT, which includes all items above (with exception to airport transportation). Members of Society for Chinese Philosophy who hand in more than 2 years(incl.) of membership dues, and participants who join the society and pay the 2 years of dues during the conference will be free of charge to enjoy all the items mentioned above. Conference fees for members of Taiwan Philosophical Association are 1200NT after discount. Conference fees for members of International Society for Chinese Philosophy are 2500NT after discount.
7、 Accommodation: conference organizer, Fu Jen Catholic University, will provide dormitory for a reasonable price (from July 7th to 14th of 2009). However, those who choose to stay in other hotels will have to cover their own expenses. Some hotels chosen by the organizer will be provided free transportation to the conference during this period.
